Curriculum of Prof. Peep Veski 

Professor Peep Veski was born in 1950 in Estonia. He graduated as a Pharmacist from Semmelweis Medical University in 1975. He received the Candidate of Biological Sciences (Ph.D.) degree from the Hungarian Academy of Sciences in 1980 and Doctor of Pharmaceutical Sciences degree (in Biopharmaceutics and Pharmacokinetics) from the University of Helsinki (Finland) in 1994. 

His academic career is affiliated to the Institute of Pharmacy, University of Tartu in Estonia. Currently he is a Professor in Pharmaceutical Technology and Biopharmaceutics. Since 1998 Prof. Veski has been Head of the Institute of Pharmacy (corresponding to the position of the dean) and programme leader of the pharmacy master and doctoral studies. He has been also Vice-Dean in the Faculty of Medicine, University of Tartu. 

Since 1996 Prof. Veski has been active in European Pharmacopoeia. Currently he is an expert in the group G12 (Dosage forms) and member of the PHP (Pharmaceutical preparations) and Pharmaceutical Terminology Working Parties. P. Veski is a consultant in the Estonian State Agency of Medicines. He is an expert in EMA and a member of the Pharmaceutical Terminology Commission in Estonia. 

From 2000 to 2009 Prof. Veski was a member of the Executive Committee of the European Association of the Faculties of Pharmacy (EAFP). He has contributed significantly to the development of pharmaceutical education and quality assurance system in Europe. Prof Veski is the President of the Estonian Academic Society of Pharmacy. His achievements in the development of pharmacy education have been recognised with the Complutense University (Madrid) Medal in 2006 and Estonian Academic Society of Pharmacy Award in 2010. 

The main field of his research was in 1975-1989 Pharmacognosy and Phytochemistry, from 1990 Biopharmaceutics and Pharmaceutical Technology. Today he is interested in physical pharmacy, preformulation studies, investigations of solid state properties and characterisation of solid state by methods of structural analysis, development of solid nanodispersions, also in evaluation of modified-release formulations. In 2003 he was elected as Academician to the Spanish Royal Academy. In 2003 P. Veski received the Medal of the Faculty of Medicine University of Tartu, in 2008 the EFPIA (European Federation of Pharmaceutical Industries and Associations) Award and in 2010 the Medal of the University of Tartu. 

For more than 30 years Prof. Veski has had close contact and collaboration with various professional institutions in Hungary. After the departure from Hungary to Estonia in 1980, P. Veski continued the cooperation with Prof. Petri group in the field of hemp and kannabinoids for several years. It was later replaced with successful collaboration with Prof. Klebovich’s team at the Department of Pharmaceutics of the Semmelweis University in the field of Pharmaceutical Technology and Biopharmaceutics. P. Veski is co-author of several chapters in the textbook “Pharmaceutical Technology”. He is also the reviewer of this book. P. Veski has a close cooperation with Hungarian Society for Pharmaceutical Sciences. He was an initiator of the renewal of the Estonian-Finnish-Hungarian Pharmaceutical Society in 1991. The society mentioned was founded in 1934. P. Veski was one of the founders of BBBB (Balaton-Baltic-Bled-Bosporus) consortium and conference series. In 2006 Prof. Veski was awarded Honorary Membership of the Hungarian Society for Pharmaceutical Sciences. During 1982-1992 P. Veski was the President of the Estonian-Hungarian Friendship Society in Tartu.

Speaking 7 different languages, Prof. P. Veski is well recognised and respected scientist and excellent developer of pharmacy and pharmacy education.
