Psychiatry is essential part of the courses of clinical subjects at the Faculty of Dentistry in the 

gradual tuition.  Main goals of the course for medical students are to reach basic competence in 

psychiatric signs and symptoms, their terminology, diagnostic and therapeutic processes and 

clinical aspects of major psychiatric disorders. Psychiatric conditions and their certain features 

of special importance in dentistry are highlighted.

Main topics of the course are classification in psychiatry, schizophrenia and other psychotic 

disorders, mood disorders, anxiety, anxiety disorders, somatoform disorders, substance use 

disorders, organic mental disorders. Emergency care and legal aspects in psychiatry are discussed. 

Both theoretical and practical aspects of the different conditions are concerned. We deal with the 

special importance of doctor-patient communication within psychiatry.  

The course is fourteen week long, one lecture per week. Case demonstrations are also fit into the 

framework of the lectures.

3rd week  Affective disorders

7th week  Organic psychiatry 

 

8th week          Case demonstration (dementia) 

 

9th week  Substance related disorders 

 

10th week        Case demonstration (substance use disorder)

12th week  Case demonstration (schizophrenia)  

 

13th week  Emergency in psychiatry, legal aspects
