Professor Michael Landthaler was born in Glonn, Germany. He graduated as a medical doctor at the Ludwig-Maximilians University in Munich in 1973. After his residency training and specialization for dermatology and allergology, in 1984 he habilitated on topic Laser Treatment in Dermatology at the Department of Dermatology in LMU, Munich and became associate professor at the university. Since 1991 he is professor and chairman at the Dermatology Department of the University Regensburg. 1994-2000 he was dean of the Medical Faculty and from 2000 to 2002 the vice rector of the University. The friendly relationship and the official establishment of the partnership between the Regensburg and Semmelweis Universities date back to his dean period, and were based upon a close personal dermatological collaboration and friendship from 1988.

Professor Dr Michael Landthaler is the member of international Editorial Boards in journals like Journal of the German Dermatological Society, Lasers in Medical Science and Surgery, Journal of the European Academy of Dermatovenerology. He acted as the Secretary General of the German Society for Laser Medicine from 1992 to 2001. He is Board Member and secretary general of the German Society of Dermatology. In 1997 he was elected as Honorary Member of the Hungarian Dermatological Society. He is also the Member of the Deutsche Akademie der Naturforscher Leopoldina since 2001.

His main research areas are Dermato-oncology, laser therapy, photodynamic therapy, and molecular tumor pathogenesis. Professor Landthaler’s scientific activity is well characterized by 533 original papers, 17 books and chapters. 

Professor Landthaler led the work of the committee preparing the collaboration between the Regensburg and Semmelweis Universities and actively helped expanding the connections between the institutes organizing student mobility programs and scientific research. Due to his practical support dermatologists from the Semmelweis University visited his department to get individualized postgraduate dermatological training. One associate professor, who spent four weeks studying dermatoscopy became specialist of the field, and later together with her own experiences she published the first Hungarian Atlas of Dermatoscopy. Professor Landthaler also helped us to introduce IPL (intensed pulsed light) system at our clinic and colleagues are continuously welcomed in Regensburg to study application and technical skills. As an invited lecturer he acted at different scientific occasions of our Clinic and his associate professor also acted in Budapest as a visiting lecturer at our postgraduate courses.
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
