Jörg Schubert was born in 1944 in Meißen. In 1970, he started to work at the Department of Urology of Carl Gustav Carus University Dresden. After finishing the university he graduated as a medical doctor in 1970. In 1983, he was constituted a reader of the Medical Academy of Dresden. In 1989, he was asked to lead the Urological Clinic and Policlinic of Friedrich-Schiller University. 

Between 1992 and 1996 he was the chairman of the West-East Commission of the German Urological Society and in this function he cultivated a close connection with the Hungarian Urological Society, and he helped a lot for Hungarian urologists to get the prestigious scholarship of West-East Commission. 

The Department of Urology of Semmelweis University and the Department of Urology and Policlinic of Friedrich-Schiller University in Jena have continued a profitable cooperation in several scientific research projects for several years. Between 2001 and 2003 within the Inter-governmental Scientific and Technological cooperation a longer bilateral connection was established.

The topic of common research was: „Genetic Profile of Bone Metastases in Renal Cell Carcinoma”. The three-years examination was financially supported by the University of Jena. 

In occasion of this project Professor Imre Romics, head of the Urological Department of Semmelweis University performed working visits at Professor Schubert’s in 2001 and 2003. Other two research fellows of the department got travelling scholarships at the University of Jena in 2002-2003, each two weeks and a German colleague visited the Urological Department at Semmelweis University twice. Professor Jörg Schubert fulfilled the invitation of the Urological Department in 2001 and 2003 and presented state of the art lectures on the topic of kidney cancer.

There were common works published on genetic profile of bone metastases in renal cell cancer, on characterization of genetic samples of penile carcinomas with lymph node metastases and on identification of biomarkers of penile carcinomas.

Common lectures had been held at Congresses of German Urologists dealing with oncogenetics. 

Currently running common research topic is: “Identification of protein patterns and biomarkers in differentiation of testicular cancer patients”. 
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
