Professor Clemens Sorg graduated from the Albert Ludwig University in Freiburg in 1967. After becoming a doctor of science in 1969 he worked in New York up to 1972 at the Sloan Ketterling Cancer Center, and at the Microbiological Institute of the Albert Einstein University. Between 1972 and 2005 he worked at the University of Münstern where he established and chaired the Department of Experimental Dermatology. Between 1999 and 2002 he was the Dean of the Medical Faculty. From 2001 to 2006 he acted as Chairman of the respective Section of the European Science Foundation European Medical Research Counsils. Clemens Sorg has been the Rector of Innsbruck Medical University since 2005. 

His researches focus on the molecular biology and immunology and he has published more than 300 journal articles. Clemens Sorg has been a leading player in the international science policy. He played a pioneering role in the development that the European scientific community launched programs in the fields of stem cell research, infectious diseases, molecular imaging and nano-medicine. With organizing several conferences he emphasized the importance of the socio-economic value of the bio-medical researches. 

During his efforts Clemens Sorg paid special attention to the Semmelweis University. As a result of this the researchers of our university were able to take part in the work of operative teams which developed the research and health policies of the EU even before the accession of Hungary into the EU. This way the opinion of our university could be a determining factor in drawing up such strategic research guidelines as the combat against the infectious diseases, the stem cell therapy or the nano-medicine. Researchers of the Semmelweis University also had the opportunity to join into the research activity of the European Science Foundation in specific topics. Thus, the MR Research Center of the university participated in two European research projects last year. As Rector of Innsbruck Medical University he has been strengthening the existing connections with the Semmelweis University since the first days of his inauguration. As a result, the Innsbruck Medical University concluded its first international official Cooperation Agreement with the Semmelweis University. Due to his support now there are 5 joint research programs under way between the Innsbruck Medical University and the Semmelweis University providing opportunity for the researcher exchange and joint Ph.D. courses with penetrable credit system. In Clemens Sorg’s person we can honor such an outstanding figure both in view of his personal scientific career and his international science political efforts, who consequently paid particular attention to the Hungarian science and especially to the Semmelweis University. In the course of this he greatly contributed to the integration of our university to Europe. 
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
