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Resolution No. 2/2023.(II.09.) SE HÖK Titkár 

on the appeal in connection with the 2022 election of the Semmelweis University Students' Union 

Assembly of Delegates 

 

The appeal of Reem H. H. ALADIN, a student of the Faculty of Medicine, against the resolution No. 

5/2022.(XI.18.) SE HÖK VK of the Election Officer of the Semmelweis University Students’ Union 

(hereinafter referred to as "Election Officier"), which decided on the registration of the election of the 

2022 Assembly of Delegates, received electronically on 22nd November 2022 at 12:19 p.m., in the repeated 

procedure due to the suspension of the election is hereby

J U S T I F I C A T I O N 

 

I. 

The Election Officier rejected the registration of the student for the 2022 election of the Assembly of 

Delegates in the resolution No. 5/2022.(XI.18.) SE HÖK VK. 5/H a), on the grounds that the student’s 

recommendation forms contain recommendations and signatures that have been corrected with an error 

corrector, so excluding them the number of signatures collected does not reach 2% of Semmelweis 

University students. 

 

I determine that the student submitted his appeal against the decision within the time limit and in the 

manner specified in the Election Regulations. 

 

In the student's submitted application, in a total of 6 rows on one of the recommendation sheets, in rows 

24, 25, 26, 27, 28 and 37, there are recommendations which have been replaced by other recommendations 

covered by white corrections. A total of 264 rows in the recommendation sheets contain recommendations. 

In official documents, the use of a corrector is not permitted and any errors or alterations should be 

indicated by strikethrough. There is no maximum number of recommendations, and a candidate may 

request more recommendation sheets. There are also blank rows left on the relevant recommendation 

sheet. These 6 recommendations are not acceptable. By excluding them the student has 258 valid 

recommendations. According to the resolution No. 2/2022.(X.18.) SE HÖK Titkár, candidates for the 2022 

election of the Assembly of Delegates must submit at least 262 recommendations of active students to be 

registered. 

Pursuant to Article 84 (8) of the Election Regulations, there is no possibility of making up a gap. Therefore, 

the student's request is not acceptable. 
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The re-examination of the appeal is necessary because the Election Officer in resolution No. 

8/2022.(XII.02.) SE HÖK VK suspended the 2022 Assembly of Delegates election in accordance with the HÖK 

Statutes. Therefore the resolution No. 4/2022.(XI.24.) SE HÖK Titkár deciding on the student's appeal was 

repealed by the resolution No. 6/2022.(XII.02.) SE HÖK Titkár. The Election Officer in the resolution No. 

1/2023.(II.08.) SE HÖK VK stated that the 2022 election of the Assembly of Delegates can be continued. 

 

 

II. 

Based on the Statutes of Semmelweis University Students’ Union (hereinafter: HÖK Statutes) Chapter VII. 

Annex 2, Secretary of the Union Article 65, the Secretary shall act as a second instance body in relation to 

the decisions of the Election Officer, as described in the Election Regulations. 

 

Based on the HÖK Statutes Chapter IX. Annex 4, Election Regulations (hereinafter: Election Regulations) 

Article 93 (1) an application for an appeal shall be submitted according to the following: a) the appeal may 

contest the clause in the call which states the number of seats to be allocated and the circle of voters, b) 

the appeal may contest the decision on voter registration, c) the appeal may contest the decision 

concluding the result. 

 

Article 93 (2) of the Election Regulations states that the appeal, accompanied by the supporting reasons 

and evidence, may be submitted by 15:00 on the third working day following the public disclosure of the 

decision, by submitting it in person to the Student Office, addressed to the Secretary of the SU Students' 

Union (hereinafter referred to as the Secretary) or sent to the official e-mail address of the Secretary, 

which is available on the website of the Union. This e-mail address shall also be included in the Appeals 

Bulletin. Public disclosure shall be deemed to be public information sent to candidates through the NEPTUN 

system or information published on the Union website. In the absence of appeal, the decision, the election 

results or the part of the decision not subject to appeal shall become final after the expiry of the time 

limit. 

 

Article 93 (3) of the Election Regulations provides that the Secretary shall consider an appeal submitted 

pursuant to paragraph (2) within 3 working days or, in the case of a decision contesting the result, within 

15 working days. The Secretary may also request the opinion of the Chancellor on the appeal, in the 

Chancellor’s capacity to perform a legality review. In this case, the time elapsing before the Chancellor’s 

reply is received shall not be calculated in the above time limit. The person submitting the appeal shall be 

notified about the decision by means of a public notice or by a message sent in the NEPTUN system. There 

shall be no further appeals within the University against the Secretary's decision. 

 

Article 93 (4) of the Election Regulations states that the Secretary shall make a decision based on the 

evidence available, in the course of which he or she may change the decision of the Election Officer in the 

event of a violation of the rules governing the election, may decide to recount the ballots, or to repeat 

the vote in part or in full. If the Secretary finds that a serious irregularity has occurred during the direct 

election which substantially influenced the final result of the election (i.e. the persons elected), the 

Secretary shall annul the result of the election in respect of the persons affected by the irregularity or, if 

justified, the entire election, and shall establish the final result of the election or decide on the issues 

necessary for a (partial) rerun of the election. 

 

Article 84 (4) of the Election Regulations provides that an application must include: a) the application 

form, b) a certificate of student status not older than 15 days and a Curriculum Vitae, c) a letter of 

motivation, d) a declaration by the candidate in accordance with Article 24 of the Statutes, e) in case of a 

presidential or delegate application, a support for nomination by 2% of the active students of the university, 

f) an election program – in applications for President. 
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Article 84 (8) of the Election Regulations states that failure to comply with any of the conditions set out in 

paragraph 4 shall result in the rejection of the application without a reply. Applications received will be 

verified by the Election Officer. 

 

Article 91 (7) of the Election Regulations states that neither an election of the delegates, a presidential 

election nor a by-election shall be called, and the election called shall be suspended in the following cases: 

a) they cannot be scheduled for the period between the call for applications for the office of Rector is 

announced and the election of the Rector, b) if the election for Rector is unsuccessful for the first attempt, 

until a Rector becomes elected, c) if the office of Rector becomes vacant prematurely, until the election 

of a new Rector. 

 

 

This decision is final, and there is no place for further appeal within the University's organization.
