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	The goals of the course in point of view of the education:
The goal of this subject is to deliver basic legal knowledge for dentistry students, providing waypoints for them during their future practice as dentists. This includes the different areas of liability of the dentist and conveying a knowledge that serves as base for an overview of labor law, civil law, and criminal law.
We find it essential for our students to be aware of the obligations and rights of a dentist declared in the Law of Healthcare by the end of the semester. It is also important to give insight on the place forensic medicine, more precisely forensic dentistry holds its weight and roles in the course of jurisdiction.

We put additional emphasis on delivering the knowledge that will be required from our students after finishing their studies and – even though they are not closely related to dentistry – will be part of their duties as a doctor (reanimation, pronouncing the fact of death, etc.).
Additionally, we present civil law cases and reports of our Department’s data, hoping to help our students avoid similar cases, mostly related to high value prosthetic dentistry, while working on their field. Our educational material includes the areas that are not included in studies of pathology, due to their nature (ie.: combustion, electricity induced injuries).

To sum it up, this subject is aiming to provide help in determining the dentist’s place in society and informs about those expectations of the society that go beyond the treatment of patients.

	Method of course registration:

Applying for the course takes places via the NEPTUN system, regarding the instructions of the Study and Exam Committee (TVSZ) and the Dean’s Office of Faculty of Dentistry. 



	Detailed course/lecture description
: (to facilitate credit recognition in other institutions)
1. General legal knowledge.
2. Legal regulations of medicine and dentistry

3. Risks of medical and dental procedures. Adverse reactions, medical malpractice.
4. Healing time of injuries, injuries of the facial and neck area. Medical documentation at the dentist’s office. 
5. Mechanical, physical and chemical injuries. 

6. Identification and dental identification I.

7. Identification and dental identification II.

8. Loss of working ability, incapacity for work (health damage assessment), tort. 
9. Forensic aspects of traffic accidents, especially concerning the injuries of the face. Related questions of criminal and civil law. 
10. Aspects of insurance medicine, liability insurance, medical insurance. 
11. The forensic medical expert, the forensic dentistry expert. Expert report, and its reevaluation. Case reports of forensic dentistry.

12. Evaluation of bitten injuries. 
13. Effects of temperature on the body (combustion, freezing, hypothermia).
14. Reanimation and related risks. Basics of forensic psychiatry. 

Lectures will be presenting the topics of forensic medicine, that are part of the activities practiced as a dentist and discussing matters of forensic medicine concerning specifically the area of dentistry.



	Courses (obligatory and elective) which in part or entirely overlap the topics of above course:
Oxyology – emergency diagnoses, reanimation, pronouncing the state of death
Operative dentistry – injuries of the facial and neck area
Implantology – medical malpractice


	Special academic work required for completion of the course
:

Successfully completing the subject does not require additional instructional occupation. 


	Attendance on practices and lectures, replacement in case of missed sessions:

Regulation of attendances is based on the instructions of the Study and Exam Committee (TVSZ).

The number of absences during one semester can be maximum 3 classes. In case of missing more than 3 classes, re-take classes are compulsory, that can be completed during regular education hours of Hungarian, English, or German classes, exclusively during education weeks, during the semester.
In case of missing more than 3 classes, the instructor present at the retake-class will sign a certificate for the student. This certificate is required to contain the name and NEPTUN code of the student, the date of re-take, and the legible name and signature of the instructor.
Confirmation of re-take classes must be presented to the Education manager latest until the first workday of the last week of the semester. Presenting this certificate is the duty of the student!

Signature at the end of the semester may be withdrawn if the absences of the student exceed 3, and re-take classes have not been verified.

	Method of checking acquired knowledge during the study period
:
There is no mid-term control.


	Requirements of an accepted semester (signature of the lecturer):
Conditions of acquiring the signature at the end of the semester are included under the entry ‘Attendance on practices and lectures, replacement in case of missed sessions’.


	Type of the exam: Kollokvium

Forming a grade at the end of the course is based on a 5 grade result system reflecting on the performance on the oral exam. Based on the exam results, the students will be awarded grades of Excellent (5), Good (4), Satisfactory (3), Pass (2), or Fail (1). 


	Requirements of the exam
:

During the oral exam discussing also technical questions students will be asked to present the topics introduced during lectures and included in the chapters of the recommended textbooks. Students will be presenting their knowledge based on 2 titles. The list of titles can be found on the homepage of the department. 


	Grading of courses
:

Grading at the end of the semester is based on an oral theory-oriented exam, with a 5-grade-system.



	Exam registration:
Via the NEPTUN system, according to the general rules of the Study and Exam Regulations (TVSZ).


	Rules of repeating exams:
Via the NEPTUN system, according to the general rules of the Study and Exam Regulations (TVSZ).
Retaking a succesful exam is possible maximum once.
