Seminar
The aim of the ECNP Seminar is to provide an interactive training course for future leading scientists in neuropsychopharmacology. Focused every year on a different European country, it offers participants from that country the opportunity to enhance their knowledge and skills in a concentrated learning environment with local and international experts.

Between 30 and 50 participants attend, selected on the basis of their curricula vitae and abstracts of case studies, research projects or topic that they would like to discuss. The participants are recently graduated psychiatrists or researchers who have shown an interest in neuropsychopharmacology and would like to expand their knowledge. 
The seminar consists of one-hour, interactive, presentations by 3 experts and 3 parallel workshops in which the participants have to give a short presentation including ample time for discussion with the experts. The last part of the seminar includes presentations of the outcome of the discussion in the workshops in front of the assembly, getting feedback from the audience and the experts (see preliminary programme attached).

The main focus of the seminar is on research questions related to clinical trials. The topics the experts will present are:

· Introduction to research methods: How to phrase a research question? The case of gene environment interaction in mood disorders.

· Neurobiological Markers research as a model for research plan and design 

· Bipolar disorder research as a model for research plan and design 

· How to give a talk

· Panel discussion: How to prepare a clinical research project and how to publish it

- A short abstract (50-100 words). This may include a research project which you have completed, or are currently involved in, or that you would like to do in the future. Another possibility is to include a vignette of a patient which presents either a diagnostic and/or a treatment dilemma.
Each of the selected participants will present and discuss his/her abstract during the workshop day in the small group setting and a PowerPoint presentation of your work is expected.

Travel, hotel accommodation and meals
Participant will receive:

Hotel accommodation for a maximum of 2 nights in a shared room including breakfast

All meals during the seminar, lunches, coffee breaks and dinners

The travel costs to and from the location are for your own expenses.
