1. Subject of the Doctoral Training
1.1. The Parties agree that the Student participates in the organized doctoral training of the University in a self-financed form. The Student agrees to participate in the University’s educational/research-related activities as part of their student obligations, as defined in the University’s Doctoral Regulations.
1.2. Until obtaining the degree, the Student shall indicate their affiliation in all publications as one of the University’s organizational units or doctoral schools. The Student acknowledges that without this, the publication cannot be used for obtaining the degree.
2. Duration of the Agreement
2.1. The organized doctoral training lasts for 8 academic semesters.
2.2. By signing this agreement, the Student enters the organized doctoral training from the …/… academic year, … semester.
3. Financial Responsibility
3.1. The Student acknowledges that the tuition fee is determined by the University Doctoral Council with the agreement of the Doctoral Student Government.
3.2. The Student acknowledges that they bear the cost of the doctoral training unless it is covered by a third party.
3.3. The tuition fee is: 487,500 HUF/semester
3.4. The Student may enter into an agreement with their supervisor and the supervisor’s employer regarding support for the tuition fee for all or part of the training.
3.5. The tuition fee must be transferred in one lump sum to the specified bank account each semester—upon enrollment for the first semester and upon registration for subsequent semesters.
3.6. The Student acknowledges that failure to pay the tuition fee by the deadline, or failure to obtain or comply with an approved payment deferral or installment plan, will result in inactive status for the current semester.
3.7. The Student agrees that the University may deduct any overdue tuition fees or other fees specified in the University’s Organizational and Operational Regulations – Book III, Student Requirements System – Part III.4, Fees and Allowances Regulations – from the amount available in the University’s collective account from the day following the payment deadline. Deductions may be made in multiple installments and repeated without limitation. If the collective account does not contain sufficient funds, the University may enforce the claim through legal proceedings in accordance with its Debt Collection Policy.
3.8. The Student’s legal relationship and financial obligations are governed by the applicable laws and University regulations, including faculty-level rules.
4. Student Obligations
The Student agrees to:
a) Fulfill the academic and research requirements necessary for the comprehensive exam during the first phase of the organized doctoral training (training and research phase), and complete at least one accepted publication before the comprehensive exam. This may be fulfilled by an original scientific article classified as Q1 according to the MTMT (Hungarian Scientific Bibliography), in which the student is listed as first or co-author.
b) Fulfill the requirements for obtaining the doctoral degree during the second phase of the doctoral training (research and dissertation phase), and within 36 months after passing the comprehensive exam, meet the publication requirements applicable to individual doctoral candidates (1.5 times the impact factor obligation of regular students).
c) Refrain from any behavior that would harm or infringe upon the rights or legitimate interests of other participants in the doctoral training, instructors, or the University. The Student is liable for any damages caused in accordance with the provisions of the Civil Code.
d) Comply with the University’s house rules, as well as fire safety, occupational safety, accident prevention, environmental protection, and property protection regulations.
e) Refrain from any behavior that would harm or infringe upon the rights or legitimate interests of other participants in the doctoral training, instructors, or the University. The Student is liable for any damages caused in accordance with the provisions of the Civil Code.
f) Acknowledge that their student status and financial obligations are governed by the applicable laws and University regulations, including faculty-level rules.
g) Acknowledge that possession of any prohibited aid during exams or assessments—especially electronic devices (e.g., mobile phone, tablet, iPod, smartwatch, MP3 player, headphones, etc.)—may result in disciplinary proceedings, which may lead to immediate expulsion from the University.
h) Acknowledge that during the student relationship, regular academic administration is conducted in the language of instruction. Official documents are issued in the language prescribed by law. In case of legal disputes regarding bilingual documents or contracts, the Hungarian version shall prevail.
i) Declare that prior to signing this agreement, they have reviewed and understood the relevant University regulations and accept them as binding throughout their student status. Both Parties mutually agree to comply with University (faculty) regulations. The University ensures that the current regulations related to student status are available in the language of instruction on the Doctoral School’s website. The Student is required to read messages and official entries sent via the Neptun system and use their University email address.
5. Sanctions Related to Breach of Student Obligations
5.1. By signing this agreement, the Student acknowledges and accepts that failure to meet the academic and research requirements for the comprehensive exam during the training and research phase constitutes a breach of contract due to omission, resulting in termination of the student agreement without exemption, effective from the last calendar day of the omission.
5.2. If the Student fails to fulfill their academic obligations, they are required to reimburse any support received up to that point, equivalent to the tuition fee amount.
6. Semmelweis Doctoral Scholarship
6.1. The Student acknowledges that, based on a successful application, they may receive the Semmelweis Doctoral Scholarship for a maximum of 48 months.
6.2. The Student acknowledges that they are not eligible for the scholarship during any suspension of their student status.
6.3. The awarded Semmelweis Doctoral Scholarship amounts to:
6.3.1. 975,000 HUF per year, credited in two equal installments, aligned with the tuition payment deadlines.
6.4. The Parties agree that the student’s tuition payment obligation shall be offset according to the scholarship payment schedule. The University undertakes to fulfill its payment obligation as specified in point 6.3.1 of this agreement.
7. Data Management Provisions
7.1. The University maintains separate records of data related to the doctoral training, preserves documents for the legally prescribed duration, and provides data to state authorities regarding the doctoral training.
7.2. The Student consents to the University managing and storing their personal data for record-keeping purposes in accordance with data protection laws, including Act CXII of 2011 on the Right to Informational Self-Determination and Freedom of Information, and Regulation (EU) 2016/679 (GDPR). The purpose of data processing is to facilitate the doctoral training process. The legal basis for data processing is the statutory requirement under Section 21 (1) of Act LXXVII of 2013 on Adult Education, and the legitimate interest of the University in implementing the doctoral training. Data may be used for statistical purposes and transferred in a non-identifiable format. Data must be provided to authorities overseeing the use of public or EU funds. Additionally, the University grants access to the Student’s personal data only to bodies authorized to monitor the implementation of the doctoral training.
8. Validity of the Agreement, Governing Laws and Internal Regulations
8.1. This student agreement becomes effective upon signature. Matters not regulated herein shall be governed by Hungarian law, primarily Act V of 2013 on the Civil Code, laws related to doctoral training, the University’s internal regulations, and instructions issued by those exercising employer rights.
8.2. The Parties agree to seek out-of-court settlement for any issues not regulated in this agreement. In case of legal disputes arising from this agreement, the Parties mutually submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the court located at the University’s registered seat.
