· Place: In one of the 42 Nantes U research laboratories
· Duration of the mobility: Between 3 and 6 months by 31/12/2026
· Monthly allowance: 1 848 €
· Travel allowance: up to 2 000 €
· Research topics: Health of the future, Industry of the future, Human and social sciences.


How to apply?

The applications will be submitted online by the Nantes Université scientific supervisors.

 Each EUniWell PhD candidate must provide:
· Updated CV
· Proof of enrollment in the home university
· Motivation letter
· Letter of support from the Nantes Université scientific supervisor presenting the research project and the added value of the scientific collaboration 
· Letter of support of the PhD supervisor from the home university
· Statement from the direction of the hosting research laboratory

Application deadline: 31/01/2026

Evaluation review Selection criteria

Nantes Université Direction for Research, Partnerships and Innovation will receive and check the eligibility of the applications. Should a Nantes Université research laboratory submit several applications, the research laboratory will be asked to rank the applications. Nantes Université Steering Committee for international relations will review the application and select the laureates of the call on March 9th 2026 under the following criteria:

· Quality: Scientific relevance, academic excellence, motivation, consistency with the topic of the PhD thesis, candidate’s potential to foster the attractiveness and the collaborations with Nantes Université
· Impact: Added value of the project for the host research laboratory and the scientific teams, potential synergies with existing scientific networks
· Organisation: Clarity of the mobility plan (duration, schedule, methodology), consistency between the objectives and the resources, compliance with the financial conditions of the call. 


Stay in Nantes

The selected PhD students will be enrolled as exchange students at Nantes Université in order to benefit from all the University’s services. They will also be supported by the “Association des Chercheurs Etrangers” for all the administrative matters.
