Professional content, intent of acquirement and its function in order to implement the goals
of the program:

The course is to prepare students for understanding Latin and Greek medical and pharmaceutical terminology, including
the language of anatomy, diagnostics, pathophysiology, and prescriptions.

Short description of the subject:

Students get familiarised with the basics of Latin grammar, such as forming plural forms of Latin nouns, adjective
agreement, the use of numbers, and prepositional phrases (accusative and ablative cases). Furthermore, they develop an
extensive Latin and Greek vocabulary that enables them to understand and formulate medical terms in the fields of
medicine and pharmaceutics.
